In addition to tournament production responsibilities, we continue to establish dealers for home market sales of the B-90, fill Internet orders from website sells, and introduce the B-60 to the coin operator market.

The popularity of the Bonzini table, which is mainly generated by the players, leads to an average of 22 calls a week at the office inquiring about the table and the Bonzini Mid-Atlantic Foosball Tour. If anyone thought French style foosball was dead, tell him or her to think again. We are alive and kicking. At the recent
